Hi Everyone,  
 
Hope you’re doing well. I know you have a lot on your minds and 
hearts in these days following the announcement of our parish’s 
merger with the Maronites. I do, too. 
 
First of all, thanks so much for your kindness and support of me, as 
Brian. I never expected to be vilified for making these                       
announcements or for the listening sessions following, but I was 
moved by your words of support. 
 
Second, I’m quite pleased with some of the enthusiasm you’ve 
shared with Jen, Deacon Bill and me. I’ve done a couple of double-
takes at your comments. I’ll paraphrase some of them here: 
 
-I think it’s exciting! 
-We need to work together to be welcoming. I think it’s a great      
opportunity. 

There are a couple of Maronite 
kids at the school at which I teach. 
 
Now, I know there are others who are less than thrilled. That’s      
understandable. There are many questions we have—and we’ll    
continue to find answers to the ones we can.

We can’t help how we 
feel. Let’s keep talking about it. 
 
It’s time to talk about lamp stands. 
 
In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus speaks of the light that each of us has 
received. Do we put it under a bushel basket? No! We let it shine 
(even though I don’t have a bushel basket, I’m sure I’ve hid my light 
under one several times). Jesus also talks about you—you,               
St. Elizabeth of Hungary—as the salt of the earth. 
 
With that salt and light, from our savior, Jesus, we’ll be able to wel-
come so many to know the love and peace He brings. Why can’t that 
be the same for the Maronite community? Why can’t that be true 
when we’re hurting and angry? We can choose to love in spite of our 
opinions and disagreements. 
 
Isn’t that what following Jesus is all about?
